Dear Vera, 
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Congratulations to an excellent first portfolio. Your work documents that you already are an advanced and autonomous learner and a prolific writer. Thanks for being transparent about help you got. What a great idea to integrate your parents into the project. Mrs and Mr X, you’re critical and supportive “feedbackers”.

In the following I’d like to refer to what struck me about your portfolio in more detail:

a) Your design is neat and professionally done. You are the metaphor expert in class! Can I tell the others?

b) It’s amazing how many books you read in one term. Keep this practice. This is the best way to learn. Try to integrate reading and writing as much as possible.

c) You carefully reflect on your growth as a learner, user and reader of English. Concerning your growth as a writer I’d have liked to see more detailed and specific comments on the alterations you made from draft to draft. Use the criteria of the “Assessment Sheet for Written Work” to do this.

d) You underline several parts of your drafts. What does that mean? Inform the reader about the meaning of your colour-code. Perhaps this also helps you to more specifically reflect on the changes you made.

e) Your final drafts well document your already advanced level as a writer and thinker.

f) You use a text on book banning (not ‘ burning’!) to document a topic you have chosen. Why didn’t you include samples?

g) I’m truly amazed of how you document your language and grammar work. It’s fantastic that you even tested your competence in an online test. Why didn’t you include parts of this? Can you give the source and inform your colleagues?

Vera, enjoy the success of your first portfolio. Try to decrease the number of problem areas in the next term. Stay as motivated as you are and being the vivid reader you present in this collection of work.
